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‘The island narrows at about the middle of its surface and widens at its ex-

tremities; there (at these extremities) one sees many ruined forts.

In the north part there is a fort with the name Vathy, and to the west, there
where the sun sets, the city named Astypalaia is visible. Preserved to this day
on this island are some very old remains of forts and all round (on its coasts) are
excellent harbours, which were once laid waste by pirates, and which are visible

still today, but are totally uninhabited.’

In ancient and Medieval Greek, as well as in the local
dialect, Astypalaia has a rather unusual name for an
Aegean island, compound and polysyllabic. Its two
components (‘asty’ = city and ‘palaion’ = old) make it
even stranger, because they allude to a remote his-
tory of the place, when the Greeks who named it
Astypalaia (= ‘old city’) acknowledged a much earlier
habitation, an ancient island ‘polis’.

We may not have paid so much attention to the
name of Astypalaia, had its etymology not been
justified by its very history and prehistory. The ‘ear-
liest asty’ may be latent in the archaeological topo-
graphy of the island, but the Mesolithic community
which, around 9000 BC, buried its deceased mem-
ber, with complex ceremonial, in the cave on the
rugged cliff at Vatses, gains an important place in
the remote prehistory of the Aegean and the
Mediterranean.

From this vague but fascinating starting point of
the human adventure, which no one knows how far
back it goes in Astypalaia, the springboard of time
somersaults us to the end of the fourth and the be-
ginning of the third millennium BC, when both the
Mesa Nisi (=‘Inner Island’) of the rocks and cedars,
and the Exo Nisi (=‘Outer Island’) of the vales of bar-
ley and thyme were inhabited equally. The two very
different ‘islands’, joined together by a strip of land
just a few metres wide and with richly indented
coastlines, create Astypalaia’s rare butterfly-shape.
In this privileged place, Vathy stands out for its ad-
vantages. In this unique remezzo in the midst of the
Aegean Sea, the rowboats and the skippers control
seafaring, secure for the community what the island

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does not provide, and, perhaps, undertake overseas
missions, which its geographical position and many
safe havens favour.

The fortified citadel of Vathy, tattooed with rock-
art representations of a metaphysical ‘alphabet of
the stars’, and with important finds, such as the pot-
burials of newborn babies and the marble figurines,
is being revealed dynamically over the past decade,
through a carefully-planned inter-disciplinary research
project, aim of which is to communicate the histori-
cal knowledge to the public, to make the monu-
ments accessible and protected, and to keep the
—still- unspoilt environment viable and sustainable.

What Vathy has taught us first and the island
second is to single out patiently the many aspects
of these two poles in scale. Geophysical, geological,
historical, anthropological, economic and social
aspects and singularities, which we must study
complementarily, as the great microcosm of Vathy
functions in tandem over time with the rest of
Astypalaia as the content and the container of an
insular universe.

In Archaeology things were always different, as
interest in antiquities preceded by far the discipline
of which they are the object. Fortunately, Astypalaia
had no ancient ruins from which Venetian patrons,
Western consuls, Romantic travellers and all manner
of missionaries could draw forth beautiful statues.
Vathy is marked as a ‘fort’ in the early fifteenth cen-
tury and is illustrated as such on all subsequent
maps, notwithstanding their patently obvious topo-
graphical inaccuracy, presumably because part of the
Hellenistic tower was still standing.

The ruin of the tower brought to this place the
German archaeologist and first Professor of Archaeo-
logy in Greece, Ludwig Ross (1864), and later R. M.
Dawkins and A. Wace (1905). The early date of the
prehistoric finds was pointed out by R. Hope Simp-
son and ). F. Lazenby (1973), in a period when the
systematic study of the island’s prehistory was be-
ginning to acquire its own methodology. The pre-
historic acropolis brought Christos Doumas to
Vathy in the 1970s, not just in his capacity as
Ephor of Antiquities of the Dodecanese, but as pro-
found researcher of the island cultures, and on the
basis of surface finds he diagnosed the strongly
Cycladic character of the Astypalaian third millen-
nium BC.

Both sites enriched the historical
archive of the island with the dynamic early Hellenic
presence in the second half of the second millen-
nium BC.

Until then, the Castro in Chora was unspoilt and
the ancient city of Astypalaia undisturbed by build-
ing demands and other needs of modern man.
Archaeological investigations in Chora commenced
mainly in the 1990s, with the Venetian settlement
nucleus rarely leaving space for research on the
ancient asty. Those cemeteries that had remained
intact on the slopes adjacent to the acropolis began
to sketch, with their grave goods and burial habits,
the societies of historical times of the island city-
state. The cemetery of infants at Kylindra, unique in
the entire ancient world and spanning 10 centuries,
started to come to light in 1995, but its exploration
has not been completed and publication of the doc-
umented conclusions about this moving repository
of thousands of prematurely-lost souls is awaited.

The splendid mosaic pavements of the Tallaras
Baths echo the luxury of the Late Roman-Early
Christian settlement at Maltezana (Analipsi). The
power of the new religion and the prosperity of the
Astypalaians is signified by the large number of
churches (basilicas) in the fifth and sixth centuries,
all with mosaic decoration. The significant monu-
ments of Early Christian times were first published
by the archaeologist P. Lazaridis (1955), the inter-
esting mosaics are depicted by S. Pelekanidis and P.
Atzaka (1974), and the singular Middle Byzantine
churches of the Astypalaian countryside are dis-
cussed by Elias Kollias (2004).

Included among the last is the hallowed ruin of
Bouka, today a stable, which together with the lovely
church of St John the Theologian and the imposing
one of St Nicolas bless the closed watery paradise
of Vathy.

The monuments of Astypalaia are far more
numerous. They include natural refuges (the cele-
brated caves), individual buildings (the ancient tow-
ers and the Christian churches), and ensembles of
settlements, forts and other installations, which de-
veloped on the island over the centuries: Panormos,
Kastro Agiou loanni (Castle of St John), Armenochori,
Vai, Agrelidi, Vathy.

It was through this palimpsest of millennia, land-
scapes, societies, religions and influences, as well
as of their modern perception, that | tried to approach
Vathy and Astypalaia, when in 2010, at the invi-
tation of Christos Doumas, | got to know the
promontory that he wanted to explore and the
island he chose to love.

The interdisciplinary fieldwork at Vathy is carried
out under the auspices of the Archaeological Society
at Athens and is included in the research projects of
the University of loannina. Kindly funded by the Gen-
eral Secretariat of the Aegean and Island Policy, and
the aficionado of antiquity Athanasios Martinos, its
primary aim is to train young archaeologists.

Right from the first season at Vathy (2011), when
our small team was seeking out the priorities of re-
search in a place full of monuments but totally un-
explored, the conviction began to take root that we
should let the landscape itself and the dynamic
relationship of the ‘antiquities’ with the people of
the village and the island (as their natural managers)
show us the way. We chose to stay close by in Mesa
Vathy, practically uninhabited, but with its hospitable
doors wide open and with a constant toing and fro-
ing of traditional fishing boats and modern sailing
yachts. The vegetation, the rocks, the meagre har-
vests, the sirocco / southeast wind in winter and the
tempered meltemi/north wind in summer, the lime-
kilns, the pathways, the beehives, the serenity, the
sound of the night sky, the tinkling of the sheep-
bells, the lapping of the sea a few metres from one’s
pillow, the jokes at evening gatherings, a game of
cards for four in the coffee-shop, the anxiety of the
students over the never-ending daybook, eating
fried fresh fish with one’s fingers, dancing the
Ikariotikos at the feast of the Virgin of Thomas,
would become absorbed elements of an education
that universities cannot teach.

Without downplaying the priority of investigating
the prehistoric citadel that had brought us to the
Pyrgos promontory, the principles we set out for the
following years started from studying the ‘living
antiquity’ of the place names, the families, the
limekilns, the stone-built sheep-pens, the waterless
crop cultivation, the places of pilgrimage. Concur-
rently, we followed the direction of studying ‘living
nature’, with epicentre the unique deep gulf which

By unravelling the bobbin of historical time, we
sought to learn more about the physiognomy of the
island, through today’s treks by the young members
of the group Pardalo Katsiki (Tasos Kontaratos,
Sotiris Lazos and Giannis Georgiadis), the economic
and social parameters linked with the limekilns of
Astypalaia (Leda Papastefanaki, Michalis Bardanis),
the supplementary ‘narrations’ of Christos Doumas
and Dimitris Philippidis regarding the sheep-pens of
Astypalaia over the centuries and through the soci-
eties, about piracy and piratical legends of recent
centuries (Giorgos Koutzakiotis), the long period of
Venetian Rule and the dynasty of the Querini di
Stampalia (Marina Koumanoudi), the settlement or-
ganization and architecture of Astypalaia through
time (Stavros Mamaloukos), the Early Christian
churches on the island and their mosaics (Eleni
Papavasileiou), the long course of the ritual per-
formances in the Nymphaion of the Negros Cave
(loanna Efstathiou, with contributions from Eleni
Zavvou and Eleni Stravopodi), the polis, the necro-
polises and the infant cemetery in Chora (Charoula
Fantaoutsaki), the ancient inscriptions (Angelos
Matthaiou), and the data on prehistory in the
Dodecanese which converse with Astypalaia, and
the evidence that recent research has gathered
from the surrounding islets (Toula Marketou), the
palaeontological reserves of the island (Athana-
sios Athanasiou) and, as a preface, the position of
Astypalaia in the cultural corridor of the Aegean
(Christos Doumas).

We posed diverse questions and we sought out
the specialists who would be interested in speaking
to us about them. As you will see, all responded en-
thusiastically, offering with their knowledge, archival
study, fieldwork, collaboration with one another, as
well as with younger researchers, the multi-coloured
tesserae that create the contents of the present
volume, under the title ‘Astypalaia in Time’. Contrary
to the course of our questions, the chapters are in
chronological order.

This volume was created to house the Proceed-
ings of the One-day Colloquium organized in the
Chora of Astypalaia, in July 2018.

In
the course of preparing the publication and given
that the completed contributions of the collaborators
included much more mature data than had been pre-
sented briefly at the colloquium, it was decided to
broaden the thematic repertoire of the publication
and to structure it in devoted to the works and days
of all our investigations on Astypalaia.

Circulated concurrently with this publication is
Volume 1l : Vathy, Astypalaia. Interdisciplinary re-
search at Vathy (2011-2020), through the chapters
of which readers will get to know the significant
trajectory of Vathy through time, from the prehistoric
fourth millennium BC to the limekiln of the Stavlas
family, which nestled inside the ancient tower on
the headland.

Astypalaia lies in the midst of the Southeast Aegean sea, between the Cyclades and the Dodecanese. The
geomorphology of the two ‘Nisia’ that comprise it, the richly indented coastline and the singular surrounding
complex of islands are features that shaped its archaeological wealth, which far outshines the acclamatory
references to it in mythology and the ancient literary corpus. A Mesolithic burial (ca 9000 BC) has
been excavated on the island and extensive habitation has been ascertained from the Final Neolithic
period and the Early Bronze Age (4th and 3rd millennium BC), with the most important site at Vathy. Asty-
palaia flourished during the Mycenaean period (1400-1100 BC), and its ‘asty’ was to be the seat of the city-
state throughout antiquity. With highly important archaeological assemblages in the Negros cave at Vatses
and the Drakontospilio cave, the long-lived cemetery of infant pot burials (enchytrismoi) at Kylindra in
Chora, the unexplored ruins at Agrelidi, Vai, Kastro Agiou loanni and Panormos, and the towers that guarded
the many-havened coasts, securing the eradication of piracy, crucial for the Romans, antiquity smoothly
gave way to Early Christian times (5th/6th c.), when Astypalaia enjoyed a new heyday.
